Community Center. In that same year, Jerry Miles,
who was also a board member of the Library
Association, convinced that board to purchase Mark
Lundeen’s, “A Good Book” and place it just outside
their building.

These two pieces, placed in the area now known as
the Milestones Sculpture Garden, began the Town of
Fountain Hills" magnificent Public Art collection.

Jerry and Jackie's unique expertise in choosing art
has resulted in a Public Art collection that spans all
forms of art with over 150 pieces currently. To honor
the founders of the Fountain Hills Public Art, Jerry
and Jackie Miles, the collection has been named,
“Milestones: A Desert Odyssey through Public Art.”
